We have reached an important point in our 
discussions and negotiations with Stockland 
regarding their future possible development of 
the Canelands.  
On 15 June, we forwarded a letter to Stockland 
and Council requesting formal confirmation of 
the key principles that have been agreed and 
the mechanism that will lock in those principles 
for any future development of the Canelands, 
whether that development is undertaken by 
Stockland or any other party.  A copy of that 
letter has been provided to our members.  The 
letter addresses all of the key issues negotiated 
with Stockland to ensure that any future 
development of the Canelands, if it occurs, will 
be a premium waterfront style development 
that will enhance the greater Twin Waters area.   
One very important principle that is to be 
locked in relates to traffic access and egress to 
and from any future development on the 
Canelands site.  The main point of entry will be 
from David Low Way, with a secondary point 
via Godfreys Road.  It will not be from Ocean 
Drive or through Twin Waters.  This is a signifi-
cant point and we have been consistent about 
our requirement for this from the outset. 

The next step is for Council to formally consider 
a request from Stockland to commence a 
re-zoning process for the Canelands area.  If 
supported by Council, the re-zoning process 
will take some months and involve Stockland, 
Council and the State Government.  The point 
is that we are only still at the start of a lengthy 
process and even if a development is finally 
approved, nothing would happen on the site 
before mid-late 2017 and it would be 2018-19 
before land would be ready for sale. We 
acknowledge the constructive engagement to 
date with our community and also acknowl-
edge that Stockland’s willingness to consider 
and take account of the matters we have raised 
on behalf of the Twin Waters community.   We 
will continue to keep you advised.

App of the Month 
SkyView Free. Available on Android and Apple.  
 

You don’t need to be an astronomer to 
locate stars or constellations in the sky, just 
download the SkyView Free app to your 
mobile phone or tablet and let it identify 
heavenly bodies and guide you to their 
location.  SkyView uses your camera to 
locate and identify celestial objects in the 
sky, day or night.  You can use SkyView to 
find popular constellations as you scan 
across the sky, locate planets in our solar 
system, discover distant galaxies and 
witness satellite fly-bys.
The app uses the GPS and compass in your 
phone to pinpoint your location and show 
you where all the surrounding celestial 
bodies are, even if your view is blocked. 
SkyView doesn’t need an Internet connection 
to work so you can take it on camping trips.
Space Station Spotting
The International Space Station is the third 
brightest light in the sky and is easy to spot if 
you know when to look up.  The space station 
looks like a fast moving plane but is many 
kilometres higher than any plane and of course 
traveling thousands of kilometres faster. 
By signing up to NASA’s Spot the Station 
service you will receive alerts via email or text 
message that will tell you when and where to 
look to see the space station pass over.  
NASA will only notify you of “good” sighting 
opportunities. Sign up at
